Modernization Program as it related to Holmes County.   
 
Greg Wood, Holmes County Administrator, requested that all GIS products from Map  
Modernization be made available to the county at the end of the process.  Mr. Taylor   
and Mr. Saquibal said that it would.   
 
Michele McDaniel, with Holmes County, said the Map Modernization program would  
tie-in well with the County’s efforts to update their future land use maps.  That process 
is taking place in Holmes County now.   
 
Wanda Stafford, Holmes County Emergency Management Director, identified high   
priority areas, which would benefit from study and/or re-study.   
 
Michele McDaniel requested a copy of the NWI Wetlands GIS layer.  Mr. Saquibal asked 
Ms. McDaniel to contact Karen Kebart with NWFWMD.   
 
George Curry, Mayor of Ponce de Leon, suggested that the Interstate 10 bridge and  
the new SR 81 bridge over Sandy Creek have dramatically changed the flooding in  
Ponce de Leon and surrounding areas.  Mr. Curry suggested that Sandy Creek should  
be a top priority.   
 
Mr. Saquibal and Mr. Taylor concluded the meeting and said the final scoping report,   
once approved by FEMA Region IV, would be shared with Holmes County and  
Incorporated communities.

Michael Taylor, Jerrick Saquibal, and Ron Bartel went through a presentation on the  
scoping phase of Map Modernization for Holmes County.     
 
During the presentation, Greg Woods requested a copy of the scoping template   
used in FEMA Region IV.

Greg Woods also mentioned the county would be very interested in obtaining the flood  
hazard data in a GIS format.  Greg said that the county 911 system is already   
GIS based as is the property appraisal system.

Commissioner King has knowledge of the history of flooding  
events in Holmes County.   
 
Roger Williams and Greg Woods said that the Ponce de Leon area of the county will  
be the highest priority during the scoping meeting.  In particular, Zone A areas 
upstream of Zone AE areas are of concern.   
 
Holmes County is also interested in joining the Community Rating System (CRS) and  
would like to make sure Repetitive Loss Properties are displayed during the scoping  
meeting.   
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The main surface water hydrographic features of Holmes County are Holmes Creek
